1. Hard hats must be worn at all times to the minimum standard with a 

harness properly adjusted and fastened; skull cap hats must be worn with 
silks.  WN1384, PASO15:1998, ASTM F1163, BSEN14572:2005 or SEI.  
American standard SNELL E2001, ASTM 95, SN23838 1998. 

 
2. Liability – the organisers or anyone acting on their behalf accept no 

liability whatsoever for loss injury, or damage to any animal, property, 
persons, or vehicle how so ever caused. 

 
3.  Objections must be handed in to the secretary in writing, within half an 

hour of the event, together with a deposit of £20.  The deposit will be 
forfeited if the show officials decide the objection is not sustained. 

 
4.  The organisers reserve the right to refuse an entry without giving reason 

and to cancel/alter the time of any class, also to run any class in another 
ring. 

 
5.  The management reserves the right to limit the entries in any class. 
 
6. The organisers reserve the right to cancel the event at short notice in 

adverse ground or weather conditions. Entry fees, less £2.00 for 
administration will be refunded. 

 
7. Following the closing date, entry fees for withdrawals will only be refunded 

on production of a veterinary/medical certificate. 
 
8.   This competition will be held under current British Riding Club Rules. 
 
9. All horses and ponies to be four years and over. 
 
10. All dogs must be kept under close control and on a lead at all times.
